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NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH FOLLOW-UP:

The police report from the Lake County Sheriff’s Dept. has been received.  The report only references a suspicious car in the Beaver Creek neighborhood.  

The similar car observed in Tall Oaks has been checked out by the Kildeer Police and is reportedly a legitimate construction worker currently working in the subdivision.  

The Tall Oaks memo sent out was based on information from credible sources in the Beaver Creek neighborhood.  Beaver Creek had also posted flyers and given out the same information to their residents prior to Tall Oaks doing so.  Before the Tall Oaks memo was sent out, calls to the Kildeer Dispatch and to Officer Barron, police liaison, could not deny or confirm the alleged story.  Officer Barron was actually off duty over the weekend and the Dispatch could only reference Lake County as jurisdiction over Beaver Creek.   Lake County dispatch referenced the need to wait for a police report and I was given the phone number to the records department.   Due to the seriousness of the allegations a judgment was made to error on the side of caution and distribute the information as given to us to put everyone on a heightened safety alert.  

Kildeer Police deny that there was any abduction attempt and want to ensure residents that they will continue to patrol and look out for the safety of homeowners.
