These, along with some proposed anti-deer plant materials will bring our Phase I of Landscape Improvements back up to standards after this growing season.  As we mentioned last month, we will focus on perfecting Phase I so it will grow to meet our original expectations.  This means that approximately $8500 of the proposed $10,000 will be spent on the two front entrances and all of the cul-de-sacs   When the committee reviewed the proposal,  plant by plant, it became clear that we should do this rather than move on and spread ourselves too thin.  We will then wait on the final Landscape Plan for the bridge and park and present it to the homeowners for approval.
